To Position Safety Cord-Stops: 1 Install blind as directed by
manufacturer, making sure
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2 Measure the distance from
headrail to cord-stops.

RECOMMENDED CARE FOR WOODEN BLINDS
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When opening or closing blind, only raise or lower the blind
when the slats are in the horizontal (open position). Larger
blinds must be raised or lowered in stages. Raising or
lowering in one singular motion places excessive stress

on the mechanism, strings and brackets.

Do not force the cord when tilting the blinds, this may cause
The mechanism to break.

It is not recommended that wooden blinds be fitted in
damp or wet environments as warpage may OCCUr.

Dust blinds regularly.

If the blind becomes damp or wet, wipe down immediately.
The slats should be horizontal (open) and the blind
released and lowered completely. Allow to dry by
removing the blinds from the brackets and lay down

on a hard surface. Do not place in direct sunlight as
excessive heat may cause the slats to warp. If the

blinds are excessively wet, do not place the blinds

on to a surface that may absorb any stain.

This wooden blind does not require any oiling.
